The Town Council owns substantial land at Llanfawr Road, in 2014 the Town
Council proposed to apply for planning permission on part of the land and then
sell to a developer. The plans were withdrawn in 2014 due to internal council
objections.

The Clerk informed the Council that he had been approached by a number of
Town Councillors in relation to the possibility of bringing the application for
housing back to fruition. The Clerk informed the council that the
recommendation would be to apply for a Pre-planning to seek the views of the
planning officers and if they were to come back favourable then a full planning
application would follow.
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A discussion took place whereby the councillors agreed that in the current
climate and financial constraints of the Town Council that the funds raised from
the sale of the land would benefit the Town Council.
